The meeting also involved sharing promotional materials with YOCCIMA for distribution to investors 

and referring them to YAPPPIP's website for further information. The YOCCIMA President suggested 

that YAPPPIP develop a comprehensive document on companies needing potential investors and 

reaffirmed their commitment to promoting investment in the state, requesting YAPPPIP's assistance 

in addressing investor challenges.
